The Undersigned Applicant (hereinafter referred to as the “Client” agrees): 
 
 

1.  Client hereby agrees, represents and warrants that it is a mortgage lender / broker and is using the services of Credit Link, will in 
all respects comply with the provisions of  The Fair Credit Reporting Act Public Law 15 USC 1681-1681U (FCRA), and as 
amended by the Fair and Accurate Transaction Act (FACTA), Gramm-Leach Bliley (GLB), and all other applicable federal, state, 
and local statutes. Client has received the Notice to Users of Consumer Reports and understands that the obtaining of consumer 
reports without a permissible purpose may result in civil and criminal violations of Federal and State law. The undersigned agrees 
not to resell consumer reports to third parties, including the consumer who is the subject of the report.   

2.  Client is responsible for obtaining a full copy of the FCRA by visiting our web site @ www.credit-link.com or visit 
www.ftc.gov/os/statues/fcra.htm.  Client agrees to download, read, and make their employees aware of the information within the 
FCRA, in particular to Sections 604, 607, 615, 616, 617, 619, 621, 623. Client agrees and fully understands their responsibilities 
as a user of consumer reports under the FCRA, and as outlined in Appendix G of this agreement, and will ensure that their 
employees understand. 

3.  Credit Link may from time to time notify Client of new additional or updated requirements relating to such laws, compliance with 
which will be a condition of Credit Link’s continued provision of the credit information to Client, and Client shall utilize training 
materials to train and educate its employees in proper security procedures consistent with industry standards.  In addition, such 
new requirements might require price increases.  Client agrees to comply with any such new requirements no later than thirty (30) 
days after receiving notice from Credit Link and such requirements shall be incorporated into this Agreement by this reference. 

4.  Consumer inquiries will be made only for the permissible purpose as stated within this agreement and as required by law. Client 
shall use each consumer report only for a one-time use and shall hold the report in strict confidence, and not disclose it to any third 
parties.  Client agrees that consumer reports on employees will not be requested, unless for the specific permissible purpose as 
stated within this agreement.   

5.  To maintain copies of all written authorizations and/or proof of authorization to obtain credit for a minimum of three (3) years 
from the date of the inquiry.  Client further agrees that Credit Link and/or Credit Link’s consumer reporting vendors shall have the 
right to audit records of Client that are relevant to the provision of services set forth in this Agreement.  Client further agrees that it 
will respond to such audit within 15 days of receiving the request.  Client understands that Credit Link or Credit Link’s consumer 
reporting vendor may suspend or terminate access to the information in the event that Client does not cooperate with such an 
investigation. Accepted documentation shall be the original credit application, the mortgage 1003 / HUD form, detailed loan 
officer notes, and/or screen prints that contain information regarding the applicant. 

6.  Client currently has a security procedure policy in place and enforces that policy internally per the FFIEC Examination Procedures 
in regards to the requirements of the Safeguards Rule.  Client agrees that at the request of Credit Link or Credit Link’s consumer 
reporting vendors, a copy of this policy may be requested. 

7.  That any consumer inquiries/reports will not be used for any form of credit counseling, credit repair or restoration and will not be 
used by a private detective agency, security agency, law firm, news agency, bail bond company, law enforcement, dating service 
or asset location service. 

8.  To take reasonable measures for disposing of consumer report information.  Any business or individual who uses a consumer 
report is subject to the requirements of the Disposal Rule.

9.  That all of its employees are forbidden to attempt to obtain reports on themselves, family members, and associates or on any other 
person, except in the exercise of their official duties and that access codes to consumer reports shall be limited to only those 
employees whose duties require such access. 

10.  That Credit Link shall use good faith in attempting to obtain credit information from sources deemed reliable, but does not 
guarantee the accuracy of the information reported.  In no event shall Credit Link be held liable in any manner whatsoever for any 
loss or injury to the Client resulting from the obtaining or furnishing of such information.  Furthermore, that the client agrees to 
hold Credit Link, and its consumer reporting vendors (primarily Trans Union, Equifax and Experian) harmless and indemnify 
them from any and all claims arising out of alleged liability or failure, or error of omission.  

11.  That with just cause, such as delinquency or violation of the terms of this contract or a legal requirement, Credit Link may,  
upon its election, discontinue serving the Client and cancel this Agreement immediately and without notice. 

12.  Client acknowledges and agrees that all services that are offered and utilized through Credit Link (i. Flood certifications, Fannie 
Mae, Freddie Mac, Tax Return Verifications, etc) will comply with their provisions within any additional agreements that may be 
required for accessing such services, to the extent applicable, when obtaining these services.    

13.  To authorize Credit Link to investigate the references, statements and other data contained in this application or obtained from 
Client or any other person pertaining to Client’s credit responsibility. Client will furnish other information if requested. It is 

 understood that all information obtained will only be used by Credit Link to evaluate the application and will be held in the strictest 
confidence.

20.  Credit Link will provide, and Client will utilize, training and training materials to Client in order for Client to comply with the  
federal Fair Credit Reporting Act and the policies and procedures required by Credit Link’s consumer reporting vendors. 

21.  Client acknowledges additional responsibilities and guidelines regarding credit scores included with consumer reports provided by 
Credit Link as set forth in Appendix A of this agreement. 

22.  Credit Link offers a program to facilitate the revision of data contained in consumer credit files, in an expedient manner, thereby 
adjusting scores of those consumers.  If Client utilizes this service, known as Rapid Re-Score, Client acknowledges the additional 
responsibilities and guidelines as set forth in Appendix B of this agreement. 

23.  Client agrees to fully support and implement policies that protect the confidential nature of information furnished by and through 
Credit Link and insure respect for consumers’ rights to privacy.  Client acknowledges their responsibilities and guidelines as set 
forth in Appendix C of this agreement.  

24. Client has received and read California Civil Code Section 1785.14(a) provided from Credit Link that requires certain other 
responsibilities of users of consumer reports.  Those responsibilities are attached to this agreement as Appendix E. 

25. Client has received and read Vermont Fair Credit Reporting Statute, 9 V.S.A. 2480E (1999) provided from Credit Link that 
requires certain other responsibilities of users of consumer reports.  Those responsibilities are attached to this agreement as 
Appendix F. 

26.  Client agrees that payments will be due 30 days from the end of the billing cycle, which is the last day of the month.  All payments 
must reach our office by the 10th of the following month. Any account with a past due balance by the 10th of the following month 
will be turned off for services. If payment is not received, services will be discontinued.  Should services be restored after payment 
is received, client agrees to pay a $25.00 per incident re-connection fee.  Past due amounts shall accrue interest at the rate of 1.5% 
per month.

Unless explicitly authorized in this Agreement or in a separate agreement, between Broker and End User, for scores obtained from 
credit repository, or as explicitly otherwise authorized in advance and in writing by credit repository through Broker, End User shall 
not disclose to consumers or any third party, any not all such scores provided under this Agreement, unless clearly required by law.

(A) Client will: (i) assure that all items in dispute submitted through the 
Service relate to credit repository information; (ii) assure that each such item submitted for the Service has been disclosed 
to the consumer prior to submission of the dispute; (iii) submit to Credit Link for the Service, only those items Client 
reasonably believes constitutes a valid dispute; (iv) comply with all federal, state and local laws and regulations 
applicable to Client’s use of the Service; (v) make no warranties or guarantees of any kind or nature to the consumer; (vi) 
communicate the dispute to Credit Link in accordance with Credit Link’s procedures; and (vii) ASSURE THAT ANY 
COSTS OR FEES CREDIT LINK CHARGES CLIENT FOR THE SERVICE WILL UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES 
BE CHARGED BACK TO THE CONSUMER EITHER DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY.  (B) Credit Link will perform 
the Service in accordance with the federal Fair Credit Reporting Act and applicable state law equivalents. 
 
Indemnification.  Client will indemnify and hold harmless Credit Link and its directors, officers, and its’ employees 
from and against, of whatever kind or nature and without limitation, any loss, cost, liability, and expense (including 
reasonable 
 attorney’s fees) resulting from Client’s, its employee’s or agent’s acts or omissions related to this Agreement or breach 
of any obligation under this Agreement. 
 
Limitation of Liability.   Credit Link and the repositories involved does not warrant that it can process or resolve any 
dispute through the Service and except as otherwise expressly provided in this agreement, neither party guarantees or 
warrants the correctness, merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose of the information or service provided to the 
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 other.  Information corrected will be reflected on a new Infile credit report only, which needs to be accessed by the 
Client.  NO GUARANTEES ARE MADE ON SCORE REVISIONS. 
 
 

OFFICE OF FOREIGN ASSET CONTROL (OFAC) ADDENDUM – A ppendix C 
 
Office of Foreign Asset Control (OFAC) Alert is an information service that is based on information that was not 
collected, in whole or in part, for the purpose of serving as a factor in establishing a consumer’s eligibility for credit or 
insurance to be used primarily for personal, family or household purposes; employment purposes; or any other purpose 
authorized under the FCRA.  Accordingly, Client certifies it will not use any information provided through the OFAC 
Alert Service as part of its decision-making process for determining the consumer’s eligibility for any credit products or 
other products, benefits (including the opportunity to rent a dwelling) or services applied for.  Client acknowledges that 
such an indicator is merely a message that the consumer may be listed on one or more U.S. government maintained lists 
of persons subject to economic sanctions, and Client further certifies that upon receipt of an OFAC Alert, it will contact 
the appropriate government agency for confirmation and instructions.

1.   Orders for and Delivery of Credit Reports.  Credit Link will accept orders for credit reports from Client 
transmitted to Credit Link at Credit Link’s Internet Website (“Credit Link Website”), and Credit Link will 
transmit credit reports ordered by Client in such manner to a location at Credit Link’s Website that is accessible 
only pursuant to the subscriber number and password assigned to Client by Credit Link (together, “Credit Link 
Password”).  Orders for credit reports must include the name, social security number, and address of the subject 
of the credit report, and any other information specified by Credit Link.  The operator must have a unique 
Internet identification and password.  Sharing the identification and password is strictly prohibited.  All credit 
reports delivered by Credit Link to Client through the Internet pursuant to this Addendum will be encrypted.   

 
2. Client agrees to establish and maintain the following security procedures to prevent unauthorized access to 

credit reports delivered pursuant to this Addendum:  
 

a. Client will protect the Credit Link Password so that only authorized employees of Client (“Authorized 
Employees”) have access to this information.  Client agrees to limit Authorized Employees to those 
employees who have a need to know the Credit Link Password to carry out their official duties with 
Company.

13.       Client has read the “Employee Requirements” of Exhibit A, specified herein, and agrees to comply with such  
             requirements.  Client will ensure and certify that all authorized employees that are provided access will have read                   
             and agree to comply with Exhibit A, prior to having access to Credit Link’s system.    
 
Record Retention:  The Federal Equal Opportunities Act states that a creditor must preserve all written or 
recorded information connected with an application for 25 months.  In keeping with the ECOA, Experian requires 
that you retain the credit application and, if applicable, a purchase agreement for a period of not less than 25 
months.  When conducting an investigation, particularly following a consumer complaint that your company 
impermissibly accessed their credit report, Experian will contact you and will request a copy of the original 
application signed by the consumer or, if applicable, a copy of the sales contract. 
 
 “Under Section 621 (a) (2) (A) of the FCRA, any person that violates any of the provisions of the FCRA may be 
liable for a civil penalty of not more that $2,500 per violation.”

END USER CERTIFICATION OF COMPLIANCE 
California Civil Code - Section 1785.14(a)  

 
Section 1785.14(a), as amended, states that a consumer credit reporting agency does not have reasonable grounds for 
believing that a consumer credit report will only be used for a permissible purpose unless all of the following requirements 
are met: 
 
Section 1785.14(a)(1) states: “If a prospective user is a retail seller, as defined in Section 1802.3, and intends to issue 
credit to a consumer who appears in person on the basis of an application for credit submitted in person, the consumer 
credit reporting agency shall, with a reasonable degree of certainty, match at least three categories of identifying 
information within the file maintained by the consumer credit reporting agency on the consumer with the information 
provided to the consumer credit reporting agency by the retail seller.  The categories of identifying information may include, 
but are not limited to, first and last name, month and date of birth, driver’s license number, place of employment, current 
residence address, previous residence address, or social security number.  The categories of information shall not include 
mother’s maiden name.”  
 
Section 1785.14(a)(2) states:  “If the prospective user is a retail seller, as defined in Section 1802.3, and intends to issue 
credit to a consumer who appears in person on the basis of an application for credit submitted in person, the retail seller 
must certify, in writing, to the consumer credit reporting agency that it instructs its employees and agents to inspect a photo 
identification of the consumer at the time the application was submitted in person.  This paragraph does not apply to an 
application for credit submitted by mail.” 
 
Section 1785.14(a)(3) states:  “If the prospective user intends to extend credit by mail pursuant to a solicitation by mail, the 
extension of credit shall be mailed to the same address as on the solicitation unless the prospective user verifies any 
address change by, among other methods, contacting the person to whom the extension of credit will be mailed.” 
 
In compliance with Section 1785.14(a) of the California Civil Code, Client hereby certifies to Consumer Reporting Agency 
as follows: (Please circle)  
 
End User IS NOT a retail seller, as defined in Section 1802.3 of the California Civil Code (“Retail Seller”) and issues credit 
to consumers who appear in person on the basis of applications for credit submitted in person (“Point of Sale”). 
 
End User also certifies that if End User is a Retail Seller who conducts Point of Sale transactions, End User will, beginning 
on or before July 1, 1998, instruct its employees and agents to inspect a photo identification of the consumer at the time an 
application is submitted in person. 
 
End User also certifies that it will only use the appropriate End User code number designated by Consumer Reporting 
Agency for accessing consumer reports for California Point of Sale transactions conducted by Retail Seller. 
 
If End User is not a Retail Seller who issues credit in Point of Sale transactions, End User agrees that if it, at any time 
hereafter, becomes a Retail Seller who extends credit in Point of Sale transactions, End User shall provide written notice 
of such to Consumer Reporting Agency prior to using credit reports with Point of Sale transactions as a Retail Seller, and 
shall comply with the requirements of a Retail Seller conducting Point of Sale transactions, as provided in this certification.

VERMONT FAIR CREDIT REPORTING STATUTE, 9 V.S.A. § 2 480e (1999) 
 

§ 2480e Consumer Consent  
(a) A person shall not obtain the credit report of a consumer unless: 

(1) the report is obtained in response to the order of a court having jurisdiction to issue such an order: or 
(2) the person has secured the consent of the consumer, and the report is used for the purpose consented to 

by the consumer. 
(b) Credit reporting agencies shall adopt reasonable procedures to assure maximum possible compliance with 

subsection (a) of this section. 
(c) Nothing in this section shall be construed to affect: 

(1) the ability of a person who has secured the consent of the consumer pursuant to subdivision (a) (2) of this 
section to include in his or her request to the consumer permission to also obtain credit reports, in 
connection with the same transaction or extension of credit, for the purpose of reviewing the account, 
increasing the credit line on the account, for the purpose of taking collection action on the account, or for 
other legitimate purposes associated with the account: and 

(2) the use of credit information for the purpose of prescreening , as defined and permitted from time to time 
by the Federal Trade Commission.

CF 112.03 CONSUMER CONSENT 

 
(a) A person required to obtain consumer consent pursuant to 9 V.S.A. §§ 2480e and 2480g shall obtain said 

consent in writing if the consumer has made a written application or written request for credit, insurance, 
employment, housing or governmental benefit. If the consumer has applied for or requested credit, insurance, 
employment, housing or governmental benefit in a manner other than in writing, then the person required to 
obtain consumer consent pursuant to 9 V.S.A. §§ 2480e and 2480g shall obtain said consent in writing or in 
the same manner in which the consumer made the application or request. The terms of this rule apply whether 
the consumer or the person required to obtain consumer consent initiates the transaction. 

 
(b) Consumer consent required pursuant to 9 V.S.A. §§ 2480e and 2480g shall be deemed to have been obtained 

in writing if, after a clear and adequate written disclosure of the circumstances under which a credit report or 
credit reports may be obtained and the purposes for which the credit report or credit reports may be obtained, 
the consumer indicates his or her consent by providing his or her signature. 

 
(c) The fact that a clear and adequate written consent form is signed by the consumer after the consumer’s credit 

report has been obtained pursuant to some other form of consent shall not affect the validity of the earlier 
consent.

FCRA REQUIREMENTS  

 
Federal Fair Credit Reporting Act 

(as amended by The Consumer Credit Reporting Reform Act of 1996) 
 

Although the FCRA primarily regulates the operations of consumer credit reporting agencies, it also affects you as a user 
of information.  We have provided a copy of the FCRA on our website: www.credit-link.com. We suggest that you and your 
employees become familiar with the following sections in particular. 
 
 § 604. Permissible Purposes of Reports 
 § 607. Compliance Procedures 
 § 615. Requirement on users of consumer reports 
 § 616. Civil liability for willful noncompliance 
 § 617. Civil liability for negligent noncompliance 
 § 619. Obtaining information under false pretenses 
 § 621. Administrative Enforcement 
 § 623. Responsibilities of Furnishers of Information to Consumer Reporting Agencies 
 
 
Each of these sections is of direct consequence to users who obtain reports on consumers. 
 
As directed by the law, credit reports may be issued only if they are to be used for extending credit, review of collections of 
an account, employment purposes, underwriting insurance or in connection with some other legitimate business 
transaction such as in investment, partnership, etc.  It is imperative that you identify each request for a report to be used 
for employment purposes when such report is ordered.  Additional state laws may also impact your usage of reports for 
employment purposes. 
 
We strongly endorse the letter and spirit of the Federal Fair Credit Reporting Act.  We believe that this law and similar 
state laws recognize and reserve the delicate balance between the rights of the consumer and the legitimate needs of 
commerce. 
 
In addition to the Federal Fair Credit Reporting Act, other federal and state laws addressing such topics as computer crime 
and unauthorized access to protected databases have also been enacted.  As a prospective user of consumer reports, we 
expect that you and our staff will comply with all relevant federal statutes and the statutes and regulations of the states in 
which you operate. 
 
We support consumer reporting legislation that will  assure fair and equitable treatment for all consum ers and 
users of credit information. 
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To meet the compliance regulations of the credit bureaus, Trans Union is now requiring that we now obtain a 
Letter of Intent from your organization.  The information below must be included when creating the letter.  This 
document should then be submitted along with your completed Credit Link Service Agreement.

The Letter of Intent must be on your companies letterhead and must be signed by an officer, 
owner, or authorized manager of the company. In this Letter of Intent, put in your own words, 
at a minimum, the following information.

1.  This Agreement is a supplement to the Customer Service Agreement between the parties

(“CRA”) to render service regarding the reissuance or secondary use of consumer reports in accordance with its 
customary practices, for which Customer agrees to pay promptly on billing by CRA the fees provided on “Basic 
Pricing Schedule.” 

 
2.  Customer hereby agrees, represents and warrants that it is a mortgage lender/broker and in using the 

services of CRA, Customer will in all respects comply with the provisions of 15 U.S.C. � �1681 et seq. (“FCRA”) 
and that services will be requested only for the Customer’s exclusive use.  Customer further certifies that 
consumer reports will be ordered and used only in connection with a credit transaction involving the consumer 
on whom the information is to be furnished and involving the extension of credit to, or to review or collect an 
account of the consumer, even though otherwise permitted by law.  Provided, however, notwithstanding the 
provisions of paragraph ___ of the Customer Service Agreement between the parties, Customer may reissue or 
share such report with one or more credit grantors which (1) have a permissible purpose under the FCRA to 
receive such reports and (2) are “Qualified Subscribers” of CRA.  A “Qualified Subscriber” is a Customer of 
CRA that has a signed Customer Service Agreement with CRA.
